There is a great temptation in the early stages to encourage the student to make
statements which he will never have to use. Statements like “I have a nose”, “Have you
a nose?”, “Is this my foot?” are ridiculous. This distortion of the language can never be |
justified. After all, the whole point of teaching a language is to train students to make
useful statements which might normally be made in real - life situations. This criterion
must be observed at the most elementary level. The peculiar type of “textbook English”
which is to be found in many traditional courses must be avoided at all costs. |
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
