The Mogao Grottoes ( ¥ & & ) , located in Gansu Province, is a famous spot in the desert.
The Mogao Grottoes is rich in artistic value, not only showing the history, society and
economy of the Dunhuang region ( # [X ), but also showing how Buddhism (
#( ) became part of Chinese culture clearly in China, and how Chinese people take in and
